Training Committee Meeting

1. Training Agency Reports: 

a. MCHS, School of EMS: The EMS Program continues to grow.  In Fall we will offer two Paramedic Specialist courses.  One section will meet on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday days from 8a-Noon.  The other section will meet on those same days from 6p-10p. 

We will also offer two EMT Basic courses.  One will meet on M, W from 8am-Noon and the other section will meet on Tuesday, Thursday from 6p-10p.  We currently have sent out 29 admit letters to PS applicants for the Fall class and we are processing 17 additional applications.
There continues to be plans to offer the University of Maryland at Baltimore County Critical Care Paramedic course at Mercy College this fall.  The contract has been signed with UMBC and a course announcement should be forthcoming in the next couple of months.
The WMD course we hosted went very well and we are looking forward to the Medical Response to Bombing Incidents course scheduled for June 23 and 24th.  The American Heart Association Training Center that has operated through Mercy Medical Center will officially be moved under the College on June 20th.  It will become part of the EMS Department and will be under my supervision.  
b. DMACC
c. MGMC Mary Greeley will be having a fall EMT-B class starting the second week of September and ending by mid-December. It will meet twice per week with occasional Saturdays. We continue to explore a hybrid Basic-level course with a cohort group using some asynchronous online independent study for much of the "lecture".

We are awaiting word regarding the AAOS one-day trauma course; we are interested in hosting a basic and an advanced one. 
2. NREMT Refresher – Survey results were presented by James Sargent. Overall the evaluation of the course, location, time of year and instructors was very favorable. The committee discussed staying with one refresher program and trying to maintain an affordable refresher option for the nine county area.
Planning was initiated for the next refresher program, tentatively being planned for February/March 2010. Brian Helland will begin planning dates for the program. Please contact him if you are aware of any potential conflicts for this time period.

3. Polk County EMS Funding Update and FY2010–Frank Prowant – No report, will seek status information from AJ Mumm. Committee would like the chairperson to contact Steve Nolan and invite him to continue to attend these meetings as he is a valuable member of this group. The committee would also like to offer the Polk County EMA office any assistance that could be provided by the committee or individual members during this time. Frank will contact EMA Coordinator AJ Mumm.
4. Skills Competency Project: 

a. EMS Skills Packet - Frank presented three examples of skill packets that would be utilized. Each packet contains objectives, skill lab criteria and a teaching segment. He will continue to develop packets for the Low Frequency/High Risk skills.
b. Fire Skill Competency program – Jim Mitchell Jim presented the list of firefighter skills. He will email the skill list out to the committee who will review and prioritize the list by frequency/risk. This will be finalized at the next meeting. 
c. The committee also discussed methods of utilization of this information once it is finalized into a program format.
5. Quality Improvement Initiatives: Trauma, STEMI, Stroke – Frank Prowant: Currently we have patient follow-up forms for STEMI and Trauma. Dan Keough is developing the Stroke follow-up form as well. Frank has been in contact with Katy Hill at Iowa Health System about utilization of the form. For now, Katy will be the contact person for patient follow-ups at Iowa Lutheran and Iowa Health Systems. Frank sent copies of our current QI forms for her review.
Discussion focused on a method for initiating follow-up and assurance that the follow-up is provided to the services designated individual. Use of a link off of the website to direct email requests and methods for utilization of paper forms was discussed. James Sargent will develop a sample request form and bring it to the next meeting.
