	· CIEMSD website feedback – Synergy newsletter will be used to promote the feedback format used on the CIEMSD website, as a reminder QA must go back to a service person that is in charge of QA and the QA should not have a name on it when sent back to the service
· Hospitals request for high flow oxygen on trauma patients - 
Remember – we provide feedback on only patients that activate our trauma team – if they are injured enough to activate the trauma team then the patient deserves a full amount of oxygen – not Room Air or NC 2L – they need 15L NRB. In terms of a pulse ox, although a pulse ox plays an important role in monitoring oxygen saturation and may read (95-100%) we are treating cellular hypoxia – which can not be assessed via pulse ox. For example the patient with an altered GCS (12-14) with 100% pulse ox, needs Oxygen and as much as possible to preserve the area around the possible injured area and decrease the possibility of secondary brain injury. This is just one example of the need for high flow O2 – another example is a patient that had a motorcycle land on her chest – she was put on 4L NC – unknowingly she had bilateral pulmonary contusions, hemopneumothorax, multiple ribs fractured with a pulse ox from 96-99%. In retrospect she needed high flow oxygen to treat the underlying issues. This is where we as trauma are coming from regarding higher flow oxygen on our patients. We understand not every activated trauma alert should have that and try to decipher that from the EMS report and the ED record. So, we hope to be addressing that on the most appropriate patients that it should have been considered further.

K. Heldt presented that ACS recommended at their last ACS visit that their institution should have better regional oversight of EMS – discussion occurred regarding the OOHTTDDP protocol’s role in this process vs. reality, trauma call, and resource management. It was decided that this is a topic that needs to be addressed at another venue with the appropriate individuals.
