· There is $384,000 available for services that are 911 based.  This does include private services that tier or cover townships.  Also maybe the assistance to firefighter’s grant funds could be used.

· Group thinks this proposal should be moved to the Operations Committee.  Group discussion.

· Dan Keough said Mercy is getting a $198,000 grant to enhance cardiac services – will research to see if this money could be used for CPR assist devices.
