IDPH – Kirk Schmitt
· 2009 protocols have been posted on the website.  Have been some significant changes such as stemi triage & transport and drug route administration for several protocols
· EMS Advisory Committee – going to develop new format for protocols
· Count certified providers in Jan & July – currently have 12,100 providers which is the lowest number since Jan. 2002.  Have noted number of students who certify compared to number of students enrolled is lower.  Also noted big drop in those who recertify in 2 years.
· National – creating 4 levels of certification is progressing.  www.nasemsd.org
· Grant – county EMS association training grants have been sent out to the counties
· Hospital preparedness grants – $10,000 in grants – review hazard vulnerability assessment.  Have to be NIMS & ICS compliant – only 48 counties are compliant.
· $100,000 used to fund individual scholarships, initial or training, can apply for grant – up to $4500.  Student has to pass class and get certified and also be a member of a FD.
· CPAP is in the scope of practice for Iowa Paramedics but have to get a waiver from Kirk before you can use.
