Ground Ambulance Coordinator “Staging”


· Obtain briefing from the Medical Group Leader

· Determine best organizational layout for staging area (keep staged units away from actual incident)

· Don STAGING vest and review items on clipboard

· Work directly with the Medical Group Leader to request sufficient resources for staging.  EMS TEAMS cards should be utilized for Ambulance and MCI Trailer requests.  (See Attachment “2” for the MCI Trailer Inventory)

· Inventories, by logging, all arriving vehicles and personnel’s level of care (The log sheet should be filled out by one person)

· Direct parking that allows for the response of any vehicle (If possible, allow for one direction of parking with no backing required)

· Ensure driver and crew remain with vehicle until assigned
· Check in all unassigned apparatus and reports to Medical Group Leader of available resources in staging 

· Shuttle incoming supplies on to the next vehicle heading towards the Treatment Area minimizing vehicle traffic

· Request maintenance and fuel if needed (and if not handled by Logistics)

· Respond immediately to requests for resources and direct movement of vehicles

· Coordinate with Law Enforcement to secure staging area access and routes of travel if necessary
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
